	Susan Greathouse presented.  PCPs more comfortable talking about breast pumps rather than breastfeeding.  ACA language opened door to provision of lactation equipment.  Began conversations with DMAP August 2014.  WIC was invited to write language around breastfeeding supplies.  Guidance was released in January.  Breast pumps and supplies are covered under DMAP rules now to support breastfeeding up to 6 months post partum.  Could develop agreement with CCOs to have breast feeding work by IBCLCs who are nurses.  Language to be developed by WIC. WIC is trying to get out of being the first provider of breast pumps.     
	
	

	EDHI Referrals

	Heather Morrow Almeda presented.  We receive two types of referrals:  1) Diagnosed hearing problems.  2) Tracking down infants who need hearing screening.  Referrals come from regional nurses consultants.  In February referrals will come from program staff, not regional nurse consultants.  Email address would be from Oregon EHDI and subject line would be EHDI Referral.  Information will be similar to currently shared information, but will be in a different format.  State is looking for feedback from local health departments to assess how well EHDI is working.  Information will be in body of email rather than as an attachment like it is now.  Heather invites people to look at EHDI website.  It includes an EHDI TED talk, national website for hearing screening training, information about Audiology 101 training.  There is also a feedback mechanism on the website so parents or professionals can give feedback to EHDI. Heather has taken over the lead role for health in childcare since Dianna Pickett retired.
