	Birth and Death Records are now available through this link: http://bit.ly/data-maps. You can now get Birth, Death and Teen Pregnancy Data Maps use in GEO Maps. Click on one of the links (Birth, Death, or Teen) to access map.  Best to use Chrome or FireFox. In the Birth link you can look up information by clicking on the tabs Low Birth weight, First Trimester Care and Teen Pregnancy. When searching the Green is good and Brown is not so good. Click on the county to find the county specific information. Double click to zoom or click on zoom inside the info box where you can find info by specific Zip code areas – down to the street. Use your mouse to move the map up/down/left/right. You can do the same with each map ie. Death and Teen Pregnancy
Cannot search by race/ethnicity per confidential issues. The death is in white based on advanced search. Use the screen print to import into documents. Other maps that are being researched for access are Tobacco and substance abuse data however it is a bit shaky.

	Director Saxton is reducing the OHA workforce by approximately 1% while assuring that reductions will not impact the bargaining agreement.  Targeted positions for reductions include:  management positions, limited duration positions, and vacancies.  Over the next 2 years there will be 230 limited duration contracts eliminated.  As of August 2014 in MCH Ken Rosenburg and Chris Bellington will no longer have positions are gone.  The EHDI audiologist position occupied by Shelby Atwell is being eliminated.  Since the entire MIECHV team is a limited duration team there is a request to extend these position and change them to permanent positions.  Five (5) unfilled permanent positions exist; Cate does not know whether they will be eliminated or not. Connie Clark resigned her permanent position with Reproductive Health.  Dana Harganani has resigned as Child Health Director for the State.  Kathryn Broderick requested leave without pay for a family matter and may resign if not approved for leave.
