(20 Minutes)
	· Program Element Changes
Certification requirements in Statute now.
Added language for mental health grants. 
No major changes this year, minor language changes, date changes added language for mental health grants.
· Expansion Grants

Possibility of more funding for planning and expansion grants. Would do competitive RFPs for both 2 year and advanced phase planning grant per the process in the current PE. A memo will be sent out notifying that this money may be coming in July. New counties will be prioritized. The State is working to develop a data sheet needed for counties who plan to apply.
· Mental Health Grants

Last year funding was released to expand MH services in SBHC. Will rerelease an RFQ for funding if comes through this year. Prioritize counties that didn’t get funding last time but also want to keep funding for existing places so disruptions are not made. May be able to release prior to end of legislative session in hopes of not having service gaps. 

· Teen Pregnancy Prevention Program Grants

Overall rates are low in Oregon but certain areas have significantly higher rates in the state. The State is applying for programmatic funding for high risk counties as well as pay for the State’s Adolescent Sexuality position. Don’t have final approval from legislature yet.

	Title V funds and priorities (15 Minutes)
	3 supporting documents:  Visual of the Block Grant prioritization and planning process; table of the recommendations for Title V priorities that emerged from the MCH Stakeholder meetings on Feb 17 and March 5); list of MCH Stakeholder meeting participants)

Needs assessment completed this winter, used as base to set block grant priorities that will start next October. 

Feds require the State can pick 8 out of 15 priorities area. The selection was completed at first stakeholder meeting.
The 2nd stakeholder meeting was focused on picking 3-5 state specific priorities on current or emerging needs. The needs assessment was used to help set. 
In August will work on strategies for each priority areas. 

Identified Priority Areas:

Well women care
Breastfeeding

Physical activity

Adolescent well visit

Medical home and transition for children with special medical needs

Oral health- access and preventative service for kids and pregnant women

Smoking- tobacco or other things? believe it is smoking tobacco as marijuana not legalized federally.

Current or emerging State priorities -

Toxic stress and trauma- strong
Nutrition and food insecurity- strong

Culturally linguistic responsive services- aligns so strongly with equity focus
Starting in October we will begin a transition year. States plan is to have work groups in the fall to determine the menu of strategies and activities that we can engage in. Funding needs to move starting Jan 2016. Title v funds stay where they are first half of fiscal year starting January need to shift to the new Title V priorities and new activities need to be in place by March. Jan-March can use for workforce development.

Currently 34% of State title v funds goes to title x then goes to counties through title x. Title V dollars no longer going to title x so there will be a reduction in title x award with this change. It will reflect as an increase in title v awards. 

Title v funding may look different and support different activities than what currently supports and how locals can use it based on the new Title V priorities. 

Want local health departments involved in strategies for these and figuring out the work together
Next steps- strategies and measurements

	Oral Health Grant Update (10 Minutes)
	Submitted a HRSA grant for perinatal and infant oral health- systems grant- focus areas:

1- collaborate with CCOs to establish organizational policies and the provision of dental services and risk assessments during prenatal visits 
2- Continuation of first tooth model
3- Collaboration around referral and coordination of these services 
Another HRSA workforce development grant will be submitted. Have already received two workforce grants. It will builds on this completed work for underserved populations. Examples are: OHSU dental students rotations in rural areas and expanding current dental sealant program. It is a 3 year 1.5 million dollar grant.
