	PE 41 Revisions
Helene Rimberg

(10 Minutes)
	 Revisions have been made in PE 41 to reflect the impact that subcontracting Family Planning services will have on local health departments. States desire is to make a plan that can be used in the future to help counties that may be subcontracting out in the future.  State wants to be clear that still available and want to be supportive and help where needed but the needs vary from one county to another.  Goal not to be too restrictive but that some clear cut guidelines and timelines might actually help some counties to get things to happen more quickly.
	Concerns were brought forward that we did not need to reinvent the wheel there are many programs that have been subcontracting for years and that those rules should apply to Title X programs subcontracting as well.  The monitoring and training expectations are not really different than what the county had to do when it was providing their own Title X services.  Much discussion that this will likely be occurring more and that it is valuable to develop a committee to work on these revisions so they help the counties not hurt them.  Committee agreed to try to find appropriate members in the county as designees if not official CLHO members.  Helene will send an email invitation soliciting participation in a small workgroup for PE 41.
